At least three governments from Latin American countries have publicly committed to join the FiTl
and started the implementation of the FiTl sign-up requirements;

° Thereof, at least one country has obtained the official status of an FiTlI Candidate country;

. At least 20 individuals and/or organisations from the fishing industry, small-scale fishing association
and civil society have signed up as members of the FiTl Association.

This vacancy is a unique opportunity to play a leading role in supporting the growth of the FiTl in Latin
America and to contributing to the global development of this young initiative.

Key responsibilities:

. Determining target countries, stakeholders and tailored engagement approaches to reach the
above-stated objectives

° Conducting up to 8 missions to countries in the region to discuss with stakeholders from
governments, business and civil society the opportunities to engage in the FiTl

° Engaging with regional support partners (1x in Central America, 1x South America) to align outreach
and communication approaches
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Coordination of FiTl implementation in Latin America

Supporting countries in implementing the sign-up requirements of the FiTl Standard, in close
cooperation with the designated national governmental focal points

Conducting regular meetings/telephone appointments with designated focal points

Providing guidance to national stakeholders upon request (e.g., revision of FiTl-related documents,
roadmaps and strategic workplans)

Supporting national and regional actors in conceptualising and organising FiTl-relevant events
